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ΓΙΑΝΝΗΣ ΡΙΤΣΟΣ
John Ritsos (Monemvasia May 1, 1909 - Athens 11 November 1990) was a Greek poet. He published over one hundred compositions and poetry, nine novels, four plays and studies. Many translations, vignettes and other publications complement the work. 

In 1921 he started working with the "Formation of Children." Also contributed poems to literary Annex to the "Great Greek Encyclopedia" by Torch. In 1934 he published the first collection of poems entitled "Tractor", and began to publish in "Rizospastis" column "Letters to the Front." That same year became a member of the Communist Party which remained faithful until death. In 1935 the current "pyramid", in 1936 the "Epitaph" and 1937 "The song of my sister." He took an active part in the resistance, while during the period 1948-1952 was exiled to different islands. It is captured in July 1948 and exiled to the island of Lemnos, then in Makronisos (May 1949) and Ai Stratis in 1950. After the release of the August 1952 came to Athens and joined the ECN. In 1954 he married the pediatrician Garyfallia (Falitsa) Georgiadis and a year later-born the only daughter-Freedom (Eri). In 1956, the same year that he won the First National Prize for Poetry for "Moonlight Sonata". In 1968 he was nominated for the Nobel Prize. In 1975 he received an honorary doctorate at the University of Thessaloniki and in 1977 he was awarded the Lenin Peace prize.
