                                          Mikis Theodorakis Cretan origin, was born in Chios on July 29, 1925. He lived in many cities of Greece to come to Athens, where he now resides. 
From 1954 to 1960 he worked in Paris and London writing symphonic music, ballet and film music. In 1960 he is head of the regenerative cultural - political movement in Greece, focusing on the union of poetry and music composing dozens of song-cycles, oratorios, revues, music for the ancient Greek drama, and more. This movement is associated with progressive political forces of the era, aiming beyond Upton democratization of social life in a deeper and wider regeneration of the Greek people. This brings him often at the center of political life, culminating in the involvement in the resistance movement against the military dictatorship (1967-74).
                                        Politically, he identified with the left until the late 1980s; in 1989, he ran as an independent candidate within the centre-right New Democracy party in order for the country to come out of the political crisis that had been created due to the numerous scandals of the government of Andreas Papandreou

In 1990 he was elected to the parliament (as in 1964 and 1981), became a government minister under Constantine Mitsotakis, and fought against drugs and terrorism and for culture, education and better relations between Greece and Turkey. He continues to speak out in favor of left-liberal causes. He has consistently opposed oppressive regimes and was the key voice against the Greek Junta 1967-1974, which imprisoned him.[2] He has expressed his views on Palestine,[3] the War in Iraq,[4] and Greek-Turkish-Cypriot relations.[5] He has been mentioned as a candidate for the election as President of Greece, but he has refused to be considered.
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
